Expectations from Aggression
1. Define aggression. Contrast hostile and instrumental aggression.
2. List one neurochemical and one structural aspect of the brain’s role in aggression.
3. Describe if and how gender, temperature, and priming cues affect aggression.

4. Define the social learning theory of aggression and state it’s relevance for the consumption of televised violence.
5. Contrast correlational and experimental approaches to the relationship between television violence and aggression (i.e., what are the benefits and limitations of each approach). Summarizing across both types of research designs, what conclusion can one draw about the relationship between television violence and aggression? 

6. How large is the media violence effect compared to other predictors of aggression? How large is the media violence effect compared to other important phenomena (e.g., smoking and lung cancer, calcium intake and bone mass).
7. Define catharsis. Are catharsis effects supported by empirical research?
